If a child requires medication while at school, we will store and 
administer the medication if the following requirements have been 
met.  The parent or guardian must obtain and complete an 
authorization form available from the school office.  Medication 
must be in the original pharmacy container.  Written authorization 
must also be provided for the administration of non-prescription 
medication e.g. Tylenol, cough syrup.  We do not feel it to be 
appropriate for children of elementary school age to be in the 
possession of medication for self-administering.

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JOINT CUSTODY SITUATIONS 
 
Though we accommodate bussing for joint custody 
situations, several restrictions apply. There must be 
room on the alternate bus at no additional cost to the 
board. Joint custody must follow a full-week schedule 
at each address; we cannot accommodate mid-week 
changes for safety reasons. All pick-up and drop-off 
locations must be within the school zone and on the 
route path (pre-determined bus stop). We cannot re-
route a bus every other week as this would change 
timing for other stops.  
 
Parents need to submit a Joint Custody form to the 
school principal and include a schedule of the 
applicable custody arrangement. The principal will 
then contact our office to find out if transportation to 
the alternate address is possible. School staff must be 
aware of the request and the schedule the child will 
follow since the school will be responsible for putting 
the child on the correct bus. 
 

Bus Policy 

NO FRIENDS ON BUS / NO ALTERNATE PICK UPS OR 
DROP OFFS / NO TEMPORARY ARRANGEMENTS 
 
Transportation will only be provided from home or daycare to 
school and from school to home or daycare. No alternate pick-
ups or drop-offs or other temporary arrangements are 
permitted. Similarly, students will never be allowed to 
disembark at a different stop along their regular route. It is the 
responsibility of parents/guardians to provide transportation for 
temporary changes (e.g. going to friend’s home, parents/sitter 
going on vacation, school projects, medical appointments, 
extra-curricular activities, etc.). 
 
Picking up your child(ren)? 
 
To avoid confusion at the end of the day, any students being 
picked up at the end of the day will proceed to the Office.    
Please wait for them  there and do not wander down the hall, 
or to your child’s class.
